In August, the National Guard sponsored a national Substance Abuse Prevention Annual Training in 
San Antonio, Texas.  Only three workshops from around the country were chosen, and one was our 
own Andy Cartmill, Sr. Program Educator in Washington County, who spoke about his collaborative 
relationship with Oregon’s National Guard (ONG).  The ONG’s ISTEP (Intensive Short Term 
Education Program) is offered to guard members who have had positive UAs.  Andy has been a part of 
ISTEP, the only program of its kind in the US, for two years.  He discusses addictions, including 
problem and pathological gambling, and offers information on available services.   
 
In San Antonio, Andy spoke to representatives  
from 33 states on problem gambling and  
how it can affect their troops and families.   
One attendee in particular agreed that  
problem gambling is an issue that needs to be  
addressed—Beverly  
Watts Davis, pictured here with Andy, 
who is past director of CSAP and currently  
a Sr. Policy Advisor for the Department of Health  
and Human Services!  
 
The information was very well received and helped further Oregon’s reputation as a leader in the 
prevention and treatment of problem gambling.
